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5.	That to try all the elements of Count 1 together would deny the Defendant a fair trial contrary to the U.S. and Colorado Constitutions.

WHEREFORE, the Defendant requests as stated herein above.

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MOTION IN LIMINE

The Defendant, by and through his attorney, Nick Avila, respectfully requests that this Court
conduct a bifurcated trial on the issues of related to the Defendant’s prior driving under the influence
offenses and as grounds therefore, states the following:

1. The Defendant is currently charged with Count 1 Driving Under the Influence -
Fourth or Subsequent Offense and Count 2 Careless Driving.

2. That the underlying basis for Count 1 is the offense of Driving under the influence
allegedly taken place on July 30, 2017.

3. However, there are a number of other elements in Court 1which state that the
Defendant was previously convicted for driving under the influence charges.

2. The Defendant alleges that to try all the elements of Count 1 in the same trial will
impart knowledge of the Defendant’s prior driving record and would unduly influence a verdict on
the other charges.

3. The Defendant alleges that a two-stage trial is necessary to avoid prejudice to the
Defendant in any determination of guilt in this matter.

4. That the trial court has the broad discretion to order separate trials where joinder
would result in prejudice. See C.R.Crim.P Rule 14
